Composite Half Termly End Point:
Red:Observes and show interest as people move around Begin to recognise and explore a variety religious and spiritual images and objects.
Yellow:Take part in activities involving two or three other learners, taking notice of other people’s responses. Recognise and respond to a variety of religious and spiritual images and objects.
Blue:Begin to understand that other people have needs and to respect these. Recognise and simply describe religious and spiritual objects, buildings and books by their appearance.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Red:Recognises familiar places. Begin to move a car along a road map. Begins to make a choice about where to go.
Yellow:Is able to move around the school with adult support. Can make a choice about their destination. Moves a car along a road map.
Blue:Moves about the room and building confidently. Discusses familiar routes. Begins to draw/mark make to identify a route or design
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Red:Notice changes in sound, light, size, texture and movement. Explore intentionally objects with hands, including banging, dropping, squeezing. 
Tolerate and interact with others including accepting gentle touch, pushing and pulling objects and dropping toys.
Yellow:Operate mechanical toys e.g. Turning the knob on a toy or pull back a car. 
Understand what objects/toys are used for with an adult’s support. Initiate the exploration of objects that can be pushed/ pulled or switched on.
Blue:Begin to comment on differences and similarities between resources and movable objects. Make objects and crafts that move by using various methods, including pressing, turning or lifting elements. Interacts purposefully with objects, resources and toys that move, begins to answer ‘why?’
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Red:Stage 1 Autumn Accept hand washing as part of my routine. Accept putting on an apron as part of my routine. Explore and experiment with a range of food using my whole body. Grasp finger foods and bring them to my mouth.
Yellow:Follow instructions and prompts to turn on the tap. Follow instructions and prompts to rub my hands with soap. Follow instructions and prompts to put my hands under water to rinse them. Put on my apron with adult prompts and support. Explore mixing with physical support. Explore pouring with physical support.
Blue:Follow instructions to turn on the tap. Follow instructions to rub my hands with soap. Independently follow instructions to wash my hands. Find my apron and put it on independently. Mix ingredients independently. Pour ingredients independently.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Red:Tolerate care-giving routines (e.g. personal hygiene) Cooperate with care-giving activities (e.g. dressing.) Show some understanding of ‘yes’, ‘no’ and some boundaries.
Yellow:Start to ask for help using facial expression, voice or gesture. Cooperate with and show some understanding of routines. Understand what everyday objects are used for (e.g. put a hairbrush to my head.)
Blue:Take more independent pride in my appearance. Wash my body with increasing independence. Take responsibility for self-care when washing.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Red:Accept the close proximity of another person during an activity. Tolerate massage and calming touch from a familiar adult Ask for more of an activity using actions or vocal sounds. 
Initiate an activity / indicate when I want an activity to stop.
Yellow: Find or use a comfort toy or object to calm. Engage in Intensive Interaction with familiar adults for extended periods of time. Communicate ‘no’ to an adult (demonstrate sense of self as an individual.) Feel comfortable as part of a small group
Blue:Engage in Intensive Interaction with less familiar adults. Tolerate delay when my needs are not met immediately and understand that my wishes cannot always be met. Confidently communicate my needs, wants, interests and opinions to others.


Communication Half Termly End Point:
Red:Respond non-verbally in two-way interaction. Looks quickly towards the source of a familiar sound or voice. Moves whole body to sounds they enjoy such as music, or a regular beat. Listen to and show enjoyment in rhythmic patterns or rhymes.
Yellow:Listen to music and respond when it is turned off. Listen with interest to the sounds adults make as the read a story. Respond to a familiar adult calling my name.
Blue:Listen to others in one to one or small groups. Know 10 simple songs or rhymes by heart. Retell simple stories to others.

Reading Half Termly End Point:
Red:Identify familiar sounds. Identify familiar voices
Yellow:identify the sound I have heard. Begin to recognise the initial letter of my name.
Blue:Spot letters I know in the environment. Matches 4 letter words. Show awareness of rhyme and alliteration. Link sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet. Recognise my own name and other familiar words in a variety of contexts

Writing Half Termly End Point:
Red:Use my hands to deliberately knock objects over. Use my fingers or toes to spread or rake a sensory media across a surface. Pick up small objects by developing a pincer grasp. Pass an object from one hand to the other.
Yellow:Point index or one finger as a part of communicating. Follow a route on a road map or track. Manipulate magnetic letters. Use a computer program to make marks.
Blue:Copy my name with physical help. Trace over lines and patterns with help. Trace over letters with support. Give meaning to the marks that I draw, paint or write.
