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Yellow: Moves a car along a road map. Is able to move around school with support. Can make a choice about their destination.
Blue: Discusses familiar routes.
Begins to draw/mark make to identify a route or design. Moves around the building confidently and safely*.
Green: Begins to follow road safety instructions. Knows directions to get around local places*. Follows direction around class and school.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Yellow: Make simple structures with adult support. Begin to connect construction kits together.
