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Identifies the correct object by sound e.g. points to dog when ‘woof’ is said. Hand an adult an object or symbol from a choice of 3. Use sounds in play e.g. aahh when cuddling a toy or brrm with a car.
Attempt to copy new sounds or words. Show an understanding of up to 50 words, signs, pictures or symbols. Comment on what I have noticed e.g. Weather, animals etc.
Listen to and follow unfamiliar instructions. Carry out a sequence of instructions e.g. sit down, pat knees, clap hands.
Use pictures or a symbol board to describe a simple event.
Reading Half Termly End Point:
Begin to imitate sound patterns made by adults. May make noises in response to a picture or object e.g. car bbrrmm. Look at a picture and begin to point to objects.
Recognise some letters from the alphabet. Look for specific objects in a book. Answer where, what and who in simple terms.
Begin to read words and simple sentences. Read’ familiar words, signs such as my own name and advertising logos.
Writing Half Termly End Point:
Use gross motor movement to make lines and circles. Identifies the correct object by sound e.g. points to dog when ‘woof’ is said. Construct a sentence and exchange the strip. adding the choice of PECS to an ‘I want’ strip. 
Make clear choices about the marks I use e.g. a combination or lines and circles. Begin to listen to most sounds within words (CVC) and begin to remember the order. Add an extra card to my sentence to describe the object I want e.g. chocolate biscuit
Use some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning. Attempt more complex words, I may use my phonic knowledge. Construct simple sentences.
To support behaviours in our class you will see the following strategies: Countdowns, PECs, strong routines, modelling of positive behaviours from adults

Pupil indicates which group contains ‘lots’ ( more than one) With help pupil makes sets with one and with lots of objects. Become absorbed in combining objects, (e.g. placing biscuits into container.) Imitate and improvise observed actions, )e.g. crunching, pouring.) Is able to solve simple problems; e.g. open container for food. Sort food/drink based on a single criterion. Change food or drink (e.g. add squash, juice to change colour.) Demonstrate use and function of familiar foods. Make meal or snack using ingredients or equipment with a purpose with adult help. Purposefully manipulates foods to achieve a planned effect e.g. combine baking ingredients, add liquid to make runny. Communicate about changes they have observed. Make a choice between foods that can be consumed by people with food allergies and intolerances Show an awareness of own food allergies/intolerances Identify ‘free from’ foods and swap them.
