Yellow: Copies adults actions or sounds using small world animals. Demonstrates use and function of a familiar object e.g. feed bucket, animal food. Begins to notice detailed features about animals.
Blue: Can identify common animal sounds and name simple body parts. Looks closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change. Comment on what they see in the natural world in relation to animals and their habitats and begin to ask questions about this.
Green:  Names and recognises a range of animals from around the world and can identify more complex body parts. E.g. flippers and gills. Know and classify common animals including fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals. Explain what animals need to live and be able to them according to their diets. Carnivores, herbivores and omnivore.
Orange: Be able to explain similarities and differences within animals and their life cycles. Describe and compare the structure of variety of common animals, including functions of body parts (adaptations). Describe what animals need to survive, including food chains.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Yellow: Sort food/drink based on a single criterion. Change food or drink (e.g. add squash, juice to change colour.) Demonstrate use and function of familiar foods.
Blue: Purposefully manipulates foods to achieve a planned effect e.g. combine baking ingredients, add liquid to make runny. Communicate about changes they have observed. Make a choice between foods that can be consumed by people with food allergies and intolerances Show an awareness of own food allergies/intolerances Identify ‘free from’ foods and swap them. Begin to have an awareness of ‘free from’ foods (e.g. gluten free flour, dairy free, milk alternatives), food intolerances and allergies (previous yellow). Make meal or snack using ingredients or equipment with a purpose with adult help.
Green:  Know of own food allergies/intolerances Understand that all food comes from plants or animals. Name and sort familiar foods into the five groups. Identify food shops. Order food online.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Yellow: Name easily recognisable emotions. Independently access material/equipment or environment to fulfil sensory /emotional needs or communicates that need to an adult. Knows which person to seek out to find help and support in different environments, eg, playground or classroom.
Blue:Express my feelings in a non-aggressive manner. Independently access appropriate coping techniques. Accept support from a familiar adult to engage in distraction activity/therapy.
Green: Recognise and name a wider range of emotions. Access their own personal and individual coping strategies when faced with emotional or sensory upheaval. Ask for additional help when needed.
Orange:Demonstrate emotional support to others, a hug or suggesting a game or activity. Use personal coping strategies consistently across different situations and in different environments. Seek help for myself and for others.
Termly End Point:
Yellow – Indicate yes/no to requests to carry out care routines (e.g. personal care.) Wash my hands and face with adult support. Show that I am willing to try new foods. Attempt to brush my own hair and teeth.
Blue- Show some understanding that good exercise, sleeping, eating and hygiene contribute to good health. Independently brush my own hair and teeth. Independently wash my own hands and face.
Green - Explore and identify foods that are ‘good’ and ‘bad’ for us. Understand what is important in order to maintain a healthy body. Identify physical activities that I enjoy and how they make me feel.
Termly End Point:
Yellow – Respond to a few appropriate boundaries with encouragement and support. Show an understanding of the cause of some feelings (e.g. feel sad or frustrated when I can’t go out to play.) Shows some awareness of others’ personal space
Green- Use gesture, symbols or words to tell someone that I am uncomfortable, hurt unwell, or in pain. Retell a simple past event in the correct order. Communicate in order to sequence and clarify my thinking, ideas, feelings and thoughts. Remember and recall detains (e.g. name, age, address, phone number.)
Green - Identify and name body parts including vagina and penis (breasts from Y5 onwards.) Know what an emergency is (e.g. someone is badly hurt, very ill or has had a serious accident.) Recognise the difference between truth and fiction
Number Set 2 
Half Termly End Point:
Yellow: Pupil begins to compare sets to identify more/less or bigger group/smaller group Pupil ‘purchases’ an item in value up to 5p by counting out in 1p coins Pupil responds to key vocabulary e.g. number, how many, count, same number as etc. In practical situations, pupil responds to ‘add one’ ‘take one’.
Blue:
With an adult prompt, pupil can combine two small sets and count the total With an adult, pupil can take away a number of objects from a set and count the remainder Pupil estimates a small number and checks by counting Pupil begins to use ordinal numbers e.g. 1st 2nd 3rd Pupil begins to use the vocabulary “add” and “take away” in practical situations Pupil combines 2 sets and counts the total Pupil subtracts from a set and counts the remainder.
Green: use the language of: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most, least. Given a number, identify 1 more and one less. Identify and represent numbers using objects and pictures including a number line.

Science
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Termly End Point:
Blue – Name some habitats and describe what they see, hear and feel; responds to movement terms: go, stop, fast, slow etc; to know some vocabulary to describe the characteristics of different places where animals live eg desert is hot, arctic is cold.
Green- identify likes and dislikes of a place (habitats); move forwards and backwards, left and right; mark some simple features on a familiar map eg a story map, a map of a familiar place.
Orange – identify water and land features on a map; discuss long and short journeys; begin to recognise and identify features on a world map.
Geography
3D Modelling:
Blue – Show an interest in the shape and form when using construction materials; combine and manipulate different media to create new textures and effects; create simple representations of events, people and animals.
Green- describe the physical world and relate artwork to it; make a copy of simple model as accurately as possible; show preference of media and begin to discuss why.
Orange – identify materials that can be used in sculpture; use more than one technique in a piece of work.
Sewing and Weaving:
Blue – Weave using simple materials; use a simple loom with some support; sew using large stitches; show increasing control over an object (pushing, pulling).
Green- complete simple weaving with warps in place; experiment with colour, design, and texture to create visual effects such as adding materials to paint.
Orange – describe patterns; identify different ways of joining materials; experiment with a variety of objects to create a print.
Art 3D
