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Half Termly End Point:
Pink - Accepts coactive exploration of objects. Tolerates sensory exploration of tactile materials with support. Explores objects of varying sizes, weights and shapes using a range of senses, e.g. looking, mouthing.
Pupil experiences 2D shapes in a range of practical situations. Pupil experiences 3D shapes in a range of practical situations Pupil can post items according to their shape by trial and error. 
Red: Pupils interacts with familiar number rhymes and songs Pupil experiences 1:1 correspondence in everyday situations Pupil touches, observes or gazes at objects one at a time as adult counts Pupil indicates which group contains one. Pupil indicates one object. Pupil indicates 2 objects.
Yellow - Pupil can match 2D and 3D shapes Pupil matches 2D shapes to their outline 



Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink: Recognise a familiar route. Indicate the direction of a place I wish to go to.
Red: Recognises familiar places. Begin to move a car along a road map. Begins to make a choice about where to go.
Yellow: Is able to move around the school with adult support. Can make a choice about their destination. Moves a car along a road map.





Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink: Observe and repeat a cause and effect actions such as reacting to lights or moving toys. Show an awareness of their own body by reacting to objects of various weights, volumes, speeds, lights. Tolerate coactive explorations and experiences with an adult such as filling up, lifting, moving, turning on and off toys.
Red: Notice changes in sound, light, size, texture and movement. Explore intentionally objects with hands, including banging, dropping, squeezing. Tolerate and interact with others including accepting gentle touch, pushing and pulling objects and dropping toys.
Yellow: Operate mechanical toys e.g. Turning the knob on a toy or pull back a car. Understand what objects/toys are used for with an adult’s support. Initiate the exploration of objects that can be pushed/ pulled or switched on.
Writing Half Termly End Point:
Pink: Hold something for a short time. Make marks by chance e.g. trailing fingers through spilt juice. Feel different materials with support. Use mark making tools with assistance. Show awareness of the sounds in the environment. Show awareness of the differences between environmental sounds. Make marks by chance e.g. trailing fingers through spilt juice. Hand over a PECS card with adult support. Spontaneously pick up a PECS card in front of me. Hold something for a short time. Use mark making tools with assistance.
Red: Use my hands to deliberately knock objects over. Use my fingers or toes to spread or rake a sensory media across a surface. Pick up small objects by developing a pincer grasp. Pass an object from one hand to the other. Begin to remember the differences in sounds. Use my fingers or toes to spread or rake a sensory media across a surface. Confidently make marks in different media. Pick up a PECS card if it falls from the adults hand and try again. Be persistent with my request. Notices and is interested in the effect of making movements which leaves marks.
Yellow  Point index or one finger as a part of communicating. Follow a route on a road map or track. Manipulate magnetic letters. Use a computer program to make marks. Remember the differences between sounds. Begin to recognise alliteration. Draw lines and circles. Point to the parts of the sentence strip as an adult says the words. –PECS Make clear choices about the marks I am making. Show awareness that letters, symbols and pictures convey meaning. Give a picture they have made a name. Make marks using tools independently. Dictate a caption for a picture.


Strand 1: Number Set 1 
Half Termly End Point:
Pink - fully prompted touch objects as they are being counted show interest in hand tapped numbers shift visual attention by looking from one object to another. notice changes in number of objects/images or sounds in group of up to 3. tolerate interacting with an adult to play finger rhymes or rhythmic tapping
Red: Pupils interacts with familiar number rhymes and songs Pupil experiences 1:1 correspondence in everyday situations Pupil touches, observes or gazes at objects one at a time as adult counts Pupil indicates which group contains one. Pupil indicates one object. Pupil indicates 2 objects.
Yellow: Pupil demonstrates an understanding of 1:1 correspondence in everyday situations Pupil participates in number activities reciting numbers one to five and may use fingers to identify numbers Pupil creates sets to three Pupil counts five objects by touching one at a time, arranged in a line and randomly – including 1p coins



Communication Half Termly End Point:
Pink - Show a reflex response to a sudden sound. Turn towards a familiar sound. Engage with and explores objects when supported by an adult. Stop and look when my name is called. Demonstrate the desire for an activity. Communicates needs and feelings in a variety of ways e.g. crying, babbling, squealing. Hand over a PECS card with adult support. Pick up a PECS card independently.
Red - Respond non-verbally in two-way interaction. Looks quickly towards the source of a familiar sound or voice. Moves whole body to sounds they enjoy such as music, or a regular beat. Listen to and show enjoyment in rhythmic patterns or rhymes. Eye point or choose between two objects of reference. Understand ‘no’ when an adult speaks and shakes their head. Show a developing ability to follow body language such as pointing or gesture. Respond to visual cues e.g. recognises plate for dinner. Express consistently likes and dislikes, using voice, body or facial expression. Copy some sounds e.g. stamping, babbling, a word or sign. Relates pictures to three objects of reference. Express ‘more’.
Yellow  - Listen to music and respond when it is turned off. Listen with interest to the sounds adults make as the read a story. Respond to a familiar adult calling my name. Understand simple sentences such as ‘throw the ball’. Understand what objects are used for e.g. hair brush, by putting brush on head. Is beginning to understand ‘what?’ Find a named picture within a picture. Answer simple questions ‘what do you like?’ Use words to describe things e.g. it is bumpy. Attempt to correct misunderstandings without changing the words e.g. repeating words. Begin to use pronouns; I, me etc.
Reading Half Termly End Point:
Pink: Show awareness of sensory input from a story. Respond to a sensory story. Show awareness of sudden sounds. Be attentive to everyday sounds. Make choices. Independently move in relation to a story, song or rhyme. Handle books with a familiar adult. Turn pages when sharing a book.
Red: Identify familiar sounds. Identify familiar voices. Show an interest in pictures/photographs. Match identical pictures. Handle books and printed materials with interest. Turn pages in a book and hold it the right way up
Yellow – Identify the sound I have heard. Begin to recognise the initial letter of my name Recognise familiar symbols/objects. Match identical symbols. Have favourite stories, rhymes, songs and poems. Recognise my name with a picture clue.



Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink Explore objects by looking, touching and mouthing. Tolerate adult interaction when exploring objects.
Red: Explore and experiment with a range of media using whole body. Explore different materials independently, paying attention to what happens next.
Yellow Make simple structures with adult support. Begin to connect construction kits together.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink: To be taught as part of daily routine to ensure it is fully embedded. Personal care routine time to be highlighted on timetable.
Red: Wash my hands and face with support.  Try or explore (using different senses) a range of familiar foods with different consistencies and textures, and begins to show preferences.
Yellow: Attempt to brush my own hair and teeth. Begins to wash hands and his own face.  Try or explore a range of foods, familiar and non-familiar.

Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink: Show an emotional response to physical interactions (e.g. being tickled.) Tolerate coactive involvement with an activity. Show a range of emotions (e.g. pleasure, fear, excitement.)
Red: Tolerate care-giving routines (e.g. personal hygiene) Cooperate with care-giving activities (e.g. dressing.) Show some understanding of ‘yes’, ‘no’ and some boundaries.
Yellow: Start to ask for help using facial expression, voice or gesture. Cooperate with and show some understanding of routines. Understand what everyday objects are used for (e.g. put a hairbrush to my head.

Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink:  Reaches out for touches and begin to hold objects. Play a simple ball game with support such as pushing a ball to a target. Turns head in response to objects with light or sound stimulus
Red:  Drop a ball and track it when bouncing and chase a ball. Push a ball independently and receive a ball that’s is rolled towards me. Throw an such as a beanbag without direction. Roll a ball towards a target such as skittles
Yellow: Propel a ball in three different ways – such as - throw, roll, kick, push. I am beginning to negotiate space safely. I am beginning to take turns with others. Balls Skills To develop rolling a ball to a target. To develop stopping a rolling ball. To develop accuracy when throwing to a target. To develop bouncing and catching a ball. To develop dribbling a ball with your feet. To develop kicking a ball. To work safely and develop running and stopping.
Composite Half Termly End Point:
Pink: Seeks contact with others. Consistently show likes and dislikes for objects and people. Begin to accept help from a familiar person..
Red: Interact with others. Begin to expresses no. Accept help from familiar people.
Yellow: Seek out others to share experiences. Clearly communicate wants and needs, expressing preferences. Begin to ask for help using the face, voice or body.
