[bookmark: _GoBack]The intent for the Summer Term Theme ‘Animal Antics’ is to support the pupils to gain the Life-long Learning
knowledge and skills regarding Animals through Science, exploring animals from near and far, their habitats and
diets, through 3D Art we will explore their form and create models and objects linked to animals, pupils will also
develop their geographical knowledge of the world and where animals live, adapt and survive through Geography.
